e RULE Use the alphabetic wordsign when the word it
represents is followed by an apostrophe with the following
letters: d, ll, re, s, t, ve

e RULE Use the strong wordsign when the word it
represents is followed by an apostrophe with the following
letters: d, Il, re, s, t, ve

Examples:
