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2.10.8 Capitalization and Font Attributes  
• Follow print for capitalization of the contents heading, unit and 

part headings, and listed contents items. Use title case when 
the entire table of contents is in uppercase. Use title case for 
small capital letters.  

  
• Font attributes used to distinguish separate 

components of an entry, such as the title and genre, 

are retained.  
• Omit font attributes when a distinction is not 

necessary.
