Which Lower Groupsign Should be Contracted 
 
RULE When two or more lower groupsigns would follow 
one another without being in contract with an upper dot, 
the FINAL lower groupsign is not used. 
 
EXAMPLE: 
Stop bein’ crazy! 
 
CORRECT  ,/op 2in' crazy6 
 
INCORRECT  ,/op be9' crazy6
